Appliqué (hand quilted only):  Are you a pro at paying
attention to fine detail? If yes, create an appliquéd quilt. Borrow
a pattern from your favorite book, an existing quilt, or design
your own.

Traditional Amish (hand quilted only): Quilts characterized
by their enticing geometric shapes such as diamonds, squares,
and triangles. Create an Amish quilt from a pattern or design of
your own making with the beautiful, vivid solid colors of the
Amish.

Quilted Clothing (machine or hand quilted):  We’re looking
for any type of clothing, i.e., jackets, jumpers, shirts, in this
category.

Creative (machine or hand quilted): Quilted item must be
your original design, not from a pattern. Uniqueness counts!

Pot Luck (machine or hand quilted):  Not quite sure which
category to enter?  Amateurs and quilters who use a variety of
techniques may find this category applies to them.

Student! Category  (machine or hand-quilted):  Quilters 15
to 18 years old compete with their peers.

Prizes: 1st: $50     2nd: $35     3rd: $20

1. Fill out the entry form and return to Peddler’s Village by
January 1, 2008. 

2. You may enter only one quilt per category.

3. Professional quilters who make a living from the sale of
their own quilts or from teaching are prohibited from 
entering. 

4. If you wish to enter more than one quilt in the competition,
each quilt must be covered by its own form. A single
quilt may not be entered in more than one category (exam-
ple:  a traditional design Amish quilt may not be entered in
both the Traditional and Amish categories). 

5. Entries must remain on display in Peddler’s Village Gazebo
from January 14 through April 6, 2008. Peddler’s Village
reserves the right not to exhibit all entries due to space 
limitations. The displaying of quilts will be at the discretion
of Peddler’s Village Management.

6. Choose an original design or copy from an established pat-
tern, quilt, or book to fit one of the six categories. All quilts
must be machine or hand pieced and then hand quilted.

7. Quilts must have a 3” x 5” cloth tag sewn securely to the
reverse side of the work which states: name, address, phone
number, and category entered. The quilt must be signed and
include its date of completion.

8. Quilts must be prepared for hanging: a 1 and 1/2 inch
piece of fabric running the width of the work should be
sewn securely to the reverse side 1/4 inch from the top
(do not form a pocket loop). 
Clothing need not be prepared this way.

9. Maximum size for all quilts: no more than 
48 x 48 inches.

10.Peddler’s Village will maintain security with wooden barriers
that provide a deterrent to the public from handling quilts
and will insure each quilt against theft up to $200.

11.Each entry must be submitted in a cloth pillow case or
bag with an identification tag stating: name, phone
number, and category entered.  One entry per case.

12.All entries must be brought to the Peddler’s Village
Hospitality Desk in the lobby of the Cock’n Bull Restaurant
on Sunday, January 6, between noon and 2 pm.

13.Entries will be judged the week of January 7, 2008. Winners
will be notified by mail no later than February 1, 2008.

14.All entries must be picked up at the Peddler’s Village
Hospitality Desk between noon and 2 pm on Sunday, 
April 6, 2008. We reserve the right to retain any entries
remaining after that date.

15.You may put your quilt up for sale, but price tags will not be
permitted on the display.  A sign will be posted at the door
of the display stating which quilts are for sale and their
prices. Potential customers may call the Peddler’s Village
Office for further information. Peddler’s Village will receive a
10% commission on any quilt sold. Quilts must remain on
display the duration of the show regardless of whether they
have been sold.

16.Peddler’s Village reserves the right to photograph and use
the photos of any quilt for advertising and promotional 
purposes.
